1.   Taking The Biscuit
The Co-operative follows certain principles:

Equality 
Fairness, impartiality, that which is fair and right, without prejudice

Defiant
Showing open resistance, a challenge, upholding an assertion or idea

Integrity 
Freedom from moral corruption, honesty, sincerity

Society 
With others, participation, partnership, working together, mutual benefit

2. Growing & Buying At Home & Abroad
In 1886, when Queen Victoria was on the throne, Mr Tweedale worked for the 
Co-operative Wholesale Society (CWS). He travelled to Greece to assess the possibility of the CWS selling dried fruit like raisins in the shops in Britain. 

Mr Tweedale went by boat and then travelled overland stopping in many countries on the way, to consider other produce that might be sold in The Co-operative: apples and potatoes from Belgium, wheat from Austria and Hungary, red plums from Germany, corn from Bulgaria and Romania, sugar beet from France and of course, raisins from Greece.

In the 1920s, The Co-operative became one of the first businesses in the UK to produce films. 

· Devise a TV advert inspired by Mr Tweedale’s journey which would make someone want to buy one of the products that he went to find out about.

You might want to include a slogan, jingle or song (or rewrite the words to a familiar song). 
3. Manchester Took It Too
Watch the film about Manchester during World War II and the effects of the bombing.  
· How does it make you feel about Manchester?  
· What techniques has the writer used to direct our feeling and response?

Creating their own supply chain (manufacturing their own products and transporting them) enabled the CWS to have more freedom, control and provided greater opportunity to uphold and adhere to the principles that the society valued. 
· Discuss with your group what factors can limit our freedom, control and opportunity to uphold our values as individuals?
